With the popu-
larity of the internet
skyrocketing, many
teens are creating
shorthand versions of
common words such
as you and phrases
such as ‘Il don't know.’

within an internet acro-
nym will stand for any
word that begins with
the letter that is less
then two characters
long. Such cases are
found in IMO(In My
Opinion) and IDK(I
Don't Know). Many
unfamiliar shorthands
can easily be deci-
phered from common
phrases, such as
WTC(What the Crap?)

On an occasional romp
through the internet,
one might find an acro-
nym such as ROFL or
BBQ.

How-
ever, whether or not
their response will be
nice is not guaranteed.

As the Internet
grows, so does the
shorthand. But don’t
be afraid, as asking the
person next to you is
becoming more and
more of an option as
time goes on. More
and more people enter
the internet or text re-
ligiously in today’s so-
ciety, so if you ever
find yourself stuck,
don’t worry. Remem-
ber to ask and soon
you'll pick up the inter-
net lingo in no time.
