    Filer Township was 
named after Delos L. 
Filer, a man of many 
talents from New York 
State. During his life, 
Filer held many jobs, 
but is most remem-
bered for his invest-
ment in the lumber 
company. Filer was 
born in 1817 and lived 
until July 26, 1879. 

    Before Filer moved 
to Manistee, it is re-
ported that he worked 
as a farmer, school 
teacher, lumberman, 
merchant, and a cigar 
salesman. He arrived 
to Manistee in 1853. At 
this time there was a 
lack of job profession-
als forcing people to 
take up some of the 
empty jobs. Before the 
arrival of a professional 
doctor, Filer worked as 
the local doctor so that 
people wouldn’t have 
travel to Milwaukee or 

Grand Haven. 

    Filer also worked on 
legal issues to the best 
of his abilities before 
T.J. Ramsdell came to 
Manistee with his 
knowledge of law. He 
also held various city 
offices including county 
clerk. Filer was most 
successful in investing 
in the sawmill industry. 

    His first investment 
was the purchase of a 
half interest in the 
Batchelder mill which 
would soon become 
the largest mill in Ma-
nistee at the time. 
Later, Filer claimed 
ownership of the Potter 
mill. Potter mill would-
n’t turn over the prop-
erty to the mortgage 
holder, James Luding-
ton, who was repre-
sented in Manistee by 
Filer. Different transac-
tions took place over 
the next few years, 
which turn over the 

ownership to Filer. 

    Filer is responsible 
for the development of 
the community of the 
same name in the 
south part of Manistee. 

He eventually moved 
to Ludington where 
continued to be active 
in the community. It 
was there that Filer 
died of health compli-
cations. 
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Also for the Chippewas in

     Once again, another 
band that’s earning its 
place on billboards and 
iTunes across the world is 
the Fleet Foxes. 

     A band that can credit 
myspace a majority of 
their success to myspace, 
the Seattle based quintet 
was first formed in early 
2005, while many of the 
members were still in high 
school. Robin Pecknold 
and Skyler Skjelset, the 
bands lead singers and 
guitar players, initially 
created the band after 

becoming c lose 
friends over a mutual 
appreciation of Bob 
Dylan and Neil 
Young, going by the 
name The Pineap-
ples. However, after 
a dispute with an-
other local band 
claiming to already 
have the same 
name, the quintet 
changed their name 
to the Fleet Foxes 

before releasing any pub-
licly recorded music.  

     “The Pineapples was 
just one of the names you 
call yourself when you 
can’t think of anything 
else, and you say the first 
thing you look at,” said 
Skjelset, in an interview in 
2007. “Fleet Foxes seems 
much deeper, like some 
evocative weird English 
activity like fox hunting.” 

     Despite having a set 
name, the band was still 
widely unknown, and con-
tinued to play small ven-
ues throughout the Seatle 
area. However, after post-

ing their debut EP, Sun 
Giant, on their myspace 
page, the band received 
over a quarter of a million 
views in the first two 
months. This booming 
online success brought 
the Fleet Foxes a wider 
international fan base, 
and caught the attention 
of, major recording label, 
SubPop.  

     Within no time, the 
band was going in and 
out of the studio recording 
their debut full length al-
bum release, Fleet Foxes. 
Since the band was first 
put on a tight recording 
budget, many of the 
songs on the eleven track 
album were recorded in 
many of the members 
basements and apart-
ments. 

      The album achieved 
similar critical success as 
the previous EP had. 
Fleet Foxes received four 
stars from Rolling Stone, 
who compared it to the 
likes of the Beach. The 
band also was given a 9.0

out of 10 in a review by 
Pitchfork. The Gaurdian, 
too, was particularly com-
plimentary, awarding the 
album five stars and de-
claring it "a landmark in 
American music; an in-
stant classic." While the 
group enjoyed moderate 
success in the United 
States, Fleet Foxes was 
better received in Europe, 
selling over 200,000 cop-
ies in the first five months 
following the release.
