Text messaging is
becoming a dominating
force in communication.

Texting has become more

popular than telephone
calls in general. It’s al-
most become second
nature to send text mes-
sages. Texting is a
speedy form of communi-
cation which comes in
handy. However, text
messaging has its time
and place. Unfortunately,
people abuse text mes-
saging by sending text
messages while driving.

Text messaging was
first available as an up-
grade for phones in 1995.
However, the feature was
rarely used by phone
owners. According to the
Denver Post, “text mes-
saging has surged since
2003. It was a prominent
feature on television
shows such as American
Idol and Dancing with the
Stars.” By 2005, texting
has boomed by 71%
since 2000.

Since its surge, texting
has risen to a whole new
level. People send texts
virtually anywhere. Tex-
ting is used at work, at
school, and other places.
Often times, people try to
send text messages while
driving. Multi-tasking be-
hind the wheel is a very

dangerous procedure,
especially for teenagers.

Statistically, teenagers
are the most accident
prone due to a lack of
experience behind the
wheel. According to GMC
Insurance Company
spokesman Mark Heinz,
teenagers are “4 times
more likely to get into
automobile accidents
than any other age driver.
That is the reason that
teenager’s insurance
rates are much more ex-
pensive” (Heinz). But
what makes teenagers

worse drivers than any-
body else?

Studies have shown
that teenagers are more
accident prone because
they are more easily dis-
tracted behind the wheel
and in general. Studies by
MSN News show that
“60% of teenage acci-
dents are due to being
distracted while driving an
automobile.” The same
studies show that “76% of
teenage drivers admit
being distracted behind
the wheel” (MSN News)
This seems like an un-

usually large number of
statistically “risky” drivers.

When it comes to driv-
ing, “distraction” is a very
broad term. Being dis-
tracted can be relation to
emotional state, multi-
tasking, or even health.
Stanford Psychologist,
James Michaels, “texting
is particularly distracting
to teens because it re-
quires both physical and
mental attention.” Text
messaging often triggers
emotions which may be
distracting to the driver
and cause a loss of con-
centration.

Since 2005, the leading
cause of teenage death
has been fatal automobile
accidents by a huge mar-
gin. In fact, teenagers
make up 14% of people
involved in fatal automo-

bile crashes. These are '.
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parent. Not only were
parents jarred by these
figures, so were state
representatives. Many
states have begun enforc-
ing laws against texting
while driving.

According to the High-
way Safety Organization,
“Alaska, Arkansas, Cali-
fornia, Connecticut, Lou-
isiana, Minnesota, New
Jersey, Utah, Virginia,
and Washington have
fully banned text messag-
ing while driving” (HSO).
The ticket for text mes-
saging costs anywhere
between $20.00 and
$80.00 for the first of-
fense and nearly double
for the second offense.

Also according to the
DMV on their website, in
the 10 states that en-
force texting and driving
bans, teen accident
rates have “declined at
a rate of 20 crashes per
day in each of the 10
states, 7 of those being
fatal” (DMV). Teenagers
may not like the texting
and driving laws, but
they do work fairly well.

It is projected that
most states will fol-
low trend and pass
bans on texting and
driving into law by
2011.

Text messaging
is a modern conven-
ience. If you can
recall the scare over
driving while on the
phone as
well as sen-
ior citizens
behind the
wheel,
you'll know
that eventu-
ally, some-
thing will be
done to
ensure
safer roads.

Text mes-

saging is
simply the latest
driving scare.
Talking on the
phone and driv-
ing simultane-
ously was helped
with the invention
of Bluetooth wire-
less headsets.
What is next in
the future of tex-
ting drivers? We
can't be fully
sure. But, phone
companies and
auto makers con-
stantly come up

with innovative technol-
ogy. Perhaps, they will
come up with a different
way to text message and
drive.

Whether it's important
or not, texting has its
place and time. The best
way to ensure that roads
stay safe is to simply
warn the public of the

dangers of text messag-
ing and driving. Public
awareness is always a
crucial part of solving
problems.

seismic disturbance.
This is just another
disaster plaguing the
already struggling
country, including
one hundred and
thirty-nine deaths due
to a recent outbreak
of swine flu.

"I'm scared," said
Sarai Luna Pajas, a
22-year-old social
services worker who
was forced to evacu-
ate her building after
the earthquake struck.
"We Mexicans are not
used to living with so
much fear, but all that is
happening — the eco-
nomic crisis, the illnesses

and now this — it feels
like the Apocalypse.”

Mexico City felt the
effects of the distant
earthquake because the
epicenter was relatively
shallow and the ground
under the capitol, which
was built on a former lake
bed, tends to intensify
shock waves.

According to, United
States Geological Service
earthquake analyst, Don
Blakeman, no damage
was recorded throughout
the city, as well as only a
few minor injuries to ac-
count for.
