As we approach the
end of the school year,
most seniors are feeling
the excitement and anxi-
ety that come along with

starting a new part of their

lives away at college.
Some of these anxious
feelings center around
leaving home and being
away from family and
friends, but a lot of the
stress comes from the
fear of college costs, and
although some of these
students are able to have
the financial part of their
college experience taken
care of, many students
must find a way to scrap
up the money to pay for
school.

One of the ways to
help pay for college is to
take out a student loan.
Students are allowed to
take out money from
lenders at a low rate of
interest and pay them
back once they have fin-
ished their education and
are receiving a steady
income. According to
Finaid.org, an organiza-
tion focused on helping
students receive financial
aid for college, states that

two-thirds (65.7%) of 4-
year undergraduate stu-
dents graduate with some
debt, and the average
student loan debt among
graduating seniors is
$19,237. Having almost
twenty-thousand dollars
in debt by the time a per-
son is entering the work
force is an incredibly
stressful thing to deal
with, especially when a

large portion of American
job opportunities are be-
ing exported to foreign
countries.

However, this is becom-
ing an ever-increasing
problem during this period
of economic turmoil. Stu-
dents are learning that
they are losing their stu-
dent loans on a daily ba-
sis, which forces them

into a rush to find
a new lender in a
short amount of
time.

This loss of
student loans
could partly be
the effect of “The
College Cost
Reduction Ac-
cess Act” put into
law last year by
former President
Bush. This act
reduced the
amount of pay-
ments that were

given to lenders and
guarantee agencies that
were participating in the
federal family education
loan program. This
caused a domino effect
among the lenders. See-
ing decreased payments
and profits in an ex-
tremely unpredictable
market, lenders began
getting out of the loan
program. This causes
great distress for stu-
dents, who are finding it
harder and harder to pay
for education.

President Obama is
now trying to fix this grow-
ing problem by imple-
menting more govern-
ment interaction when
dealing with student
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loans. Although this
has been tried, and
failed, many times
before, this time might
be different because
of the current credit
crunch. Sallie Mae
will be replacing the
traditional “signature
loans” with new
“smart option” loans.
This allows students
to pay back interest
while they are still in
school. This will re-
duce the overall cost
of the loan as well as
shortening the repay-
ment period.

The other way to
help pay for the costs
of a college education
is to get scholarships.
Generally, scholarships
are reserved for students
with special qualifications,
such as academic, ath-
letic or artistic talent.
Awards are also available
for students who are in-
terested in particular
fields of study, who are
members of underrepre-
sented groups, who live in
certain areas of the coun-
try or who demonstrate
financial need.

There are many ways
to find and get scholar-
ships. There are several
online databases that
provide more than 1.5
million scholarships worth
about 3.4 billion dollars.
The largest and most

accurate of these online
websites is the FastWeb
scholarship search. This,
along with all scholarship
opportunities, gives an
amazing opportunity to
students who are strug-
gling to pay for their col-
lege education.

Also, students that feel
like they have no chance
at getting any scholarship
money because they
don’t have a 4.0GPA
shouldn’t worry, because
there are any scholar-
ships that are offered to
average students that
focus on other things than
academic merit. Many of
these scholarships focus
on students who partici-
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of college dropouts
are due to a lack of
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pate in after school activi-
ties or take part in com-
munity services.

The scholar-
ship season is
dwindling
down for the
senior class
of 2009, with
more than
88% of all schol-
arships past their
deadlines. How-
ever,
money for
school can
be obtained
once a person has
enrolled in classes, with
many scholarships avail-
able for returning stu-
dents. Also, all under-
classmen, juniors espe-
cially, should be thinking
very seriously about find-
ing scholarships that they
qualify for and think that
they may possibly get,
because it takes a lot of
the pressure off of par-
ents and students when
dealing with the escalat-
ing cost of college.

“Several factors were
used in our decision to se-
lect Mr. Bennett as the new
boys’ varsity basketball
coach,” said, MHS athletic
director, Steve Ward, who,
along with the teachers’
association, made the ulti-
mate decision to select
Bennett for the coaching
role.

According to a clause
negotiated by the teachers’
association for all MHS
faculty members, all teach-
ers must be given the first
consideration for any va-
cant coaching position.
Bennett’s respected history
as ateacher and coach
made his an easy choice
for the decision committee.

“Just because [Bennett]
is a teacher didn’t automati-
cally mean that he would
be our first choice,” said
Ward. “We had no problem
giving Mr. Bennett first con-
sideration because of his
background as a JV Coach
as well as his coaching
ability in tennis, and his
reputations as a teacher
and educator is solid.”

Bennett, who applied for
the position when it was
initially posted last month,
coached four seasons of JV
basketball for MHS along-
side Coach Schlauff, from
1998-2002- a reign which
included one district title.

“Without question | will be
looking to both the good
and bad experiences from
that time as learning experi-
ences,” commented Ben-
nett. “Our "successes" from
those years don't automati-
cally translate into success
now.
